•	 Aim for a % grain N of below 1.65%.

•	 100% application of nitrogen in the seedbed  
will help keep the nitrogen lower.

•	 Aim for a % grain N of 1.6-1.75%.

•	 2 splits of nitrogen will help achieve higher % N.

LAUREATE can be grown for both brewing and malt distilling, but these two markets require a different % grain N in order  
to make either beer or whisky. It is important to know which market your grain is going to, so you can tailor your nitrogen 
inputs and achieve the right specification for the market you are growing for.
